2001 (Cth), is convicted of an offence against Part 12 of the Electoral Act 2002 or Part XX of
the Commonwealth Electoral Act 1918 (Cth).

The Nominated Entity of a registered political party must provide written notice to the VEC within
seven days of the Nominated Entity ceasing to be eligible to be the Nominated Entity of the
registered political party.
